Situated in between Goldhawk and Shepherd’s Bush underground stations in W12, this market dates back to as
early as 1914. PCS have been working alongside London Transport — owners of the market - for the past 15 years,
providing a professional and reliable range of cleaning services and facilties management to ensure the
cleanliness and safety of this popular market. The PCS cleaning team is made up of 2 cleaners and a Market
Superintendant who carry out a range of services such as general cleaning services, consumables and Market
Supervision. The Market Superintendant manages the safety and security of the tenants on site during the market’s
open hours and is also responsible for carrying out Inspection Reports of each stall and units within the market
ensuring that any issues of health and safety are covered, including the reporting of maintenance and repairs, trip
hazards and user clause deviations. Daily inspections are also carried out covering all areas of the market such as
the tenant toilets, canopies, lighting, condition of rubbish bins, cardboard bales and compactors etc. The cleaners
ensure that all rubbish and cardboard isn’t left out on the market during opening hours; instead it is taken to an
area in the market as soon as possible and is stored neatly away through the aid of two huge compactors.
According to the tenants, the market is kept in a clean and tidy state all year round. Overall, PCS have a very good
system in place to ensure that the market has a clean and safe environment for the thousands of people who
come to visit it every year.
